1. Background
Tetrabenazine is a vesicular monoamine transporter 2 (VMAT?2) inhibitor indicated for the
treatment of chorea associated with Huntington’s disease.' Tetrabenazine is also recommended
by the American Academy of Neurology and American Psychiatric Association for
consideration in the management of patients with tardive dyskinesia .*

2. Coverage Criteria®:

A. Chorea associated with Huntington’s disease

1. Initial Authorization

a. Tetrabenazine will be approved based on the following criterion:
(1) Diagnosis of chorea associated with Huntington's disease
Authorization will be issued for 12 months.

2. Reauthorization

a. Documentation of positive clinical response to tetrabenazine therapy
Authorization will be issued for 12 months.

B. Tardive Dyskinesia

1. Initial Authorization

a. Tetrabenazine will be approved based on the following criterion:
(1) Diagnosis of tardive dyskinesia
Authorization will be issued for 12 months.

2. Reauthorization

a. Documentation of positive clinical response to tetrabenazine therapy
Authorization will be issued for 12 months.
